This 80-year-old woman requires around-the-clock care with KPS score of 40%. She has issues with tremors, confusion, agitation, hallucination, and weight loss. She is now spending 14 to 16 hours in bed. She also has a history of neuropathy related to herpes zoster on the abdominal wall area requiring regular pain medication. She has decreased cognitive function, hallucinations related to Parkinson’s. The patient also demonstrates size of Lewy body dementia which is very common in the patients with Parkinson’s disease. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, continues to lose weight, and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is on trazodone and Depakote to help with the sleep and with agitation which is working from time-to-time and she is only oriented to person at times. The patient is showing the worsening of her condition. Her other issues include hypothyroidism, hyperlipidemia, schizophrenia, polyarthritis, and continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
