Mr. Parker is a 60-year-old gentlemen totally bedbound, ADL dependent, and suffers from neuropathy, metabolic encephalopathy, hypertension, and insomnia. The patient is currently dying of multiple CVAs and is on hospice. Other issues include insomnia, hypertensive heart disease, stroke, right-sided weakness, Raynaud’s phenomenon, and gastroesophageal reflux as I said ADL dependency, muscle weakness, dysphagia, cognitive communication deficits. The patient only response by moaning, ADL dependent and continues to lose weight. The patient is eating very little, no longer able to even sit up. He requires to be propped up with pillows and other modalities to be able to see the patient and he is eating much less than he used to. The patient’s multisystem failure includes COPD, hypertension, DJD, and multiple strokes. As I mentioned, KPS score is 40%. Overall, prognosis is quite poor given his protein-calorie malnutrition, continues on a weight loss and history of anxiety and depression and worsening symptoms. He continues to show decline on hospice at this time.
