A 52-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage COPD, right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale, pedal edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of right-sided heart failure related to his endstage COPD, tachycardic, hypoxic, O2 sats around 85% to 89% and heart rate of 110, continues to refuse O2. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has generalized weakness which is much worse than it was, increased forgetfulness, and confusion. His sister tells me at times he does not know where he is or what time it is. He has total ADL dependency. His other comorbidities include the following: Hypertension, cardiomegaly, large hiatal hernia, overall debility, weakness, weight loss and he demonstrates worsening of his COPD associated with tachycardia and continuous hypoxemia. He realizes that he has a much higher risk of sudden death without oxygen and nevertheless does not want to use any oxygen despite his shortness of breath and agony.
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
