This is a 64-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure, muscle weakness, COPD, chronic pain, insomnia, right-sided heart failure, low ejection fraction less than 25%, shortness of breath, New York Heart Association class IV with shortness of breath at rest and with activity. FAST score of 7C. Decreased cognition related to hypoperfusion. The patient’s edema is unavoidable despite being treated with medication. She also has muscle weakness, generalized weakness, and insomnia. O2 sat is 90% with 2L of oxygen, but the patient states that sometimes she cuts it down to 1L. She does not want to be dependent on oxygen. I told her she needs to continue with 2L because of the flow and because of the issues with the tubing at 1L she is not getting much oxygen. She promises to comply. She has tachycardia. The patient has had issues with using oxygen in the past. Before she used to use the oxygen p.r.n. in her mind that is the last thing that happens when people pass away. Bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. KPS score is 40%. Generalized weakness, requires pain medication, nebulizer treatment for shortness of breath at all times. The patient is expected to do poorly given her low EF as well as her worsening heart failure. She continues to remain hospice appropriate at this time.
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
