Mr. Moore is a 76-year-old gentleman on hospice with diagnosis of esophageal mass consistent with adenocarcinoma high grade, neuroendocrine carcinoma stage IIB, history of heart failure, atrial fibrillation, pulmonary embolus on Eliquis, also history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, recently admitted to the hospital with GI bleed, subsequently diagnosed with esophageal cancer. The patient was found to be anemic. H&H of 9 and 27. Albumin of 3 with protein-calorie malnutrition. Status post stent placement. The patient has decided against any chemo or radiation therapy at this time and is proceeding with hospice care at home. Given his advanced age and multiple medical issues as well as nature of his disease, he is most likely has less than six months to live. The patient is to be kept comfortable during this time. He lives with Crystal Moore a family member. His pain is controlled with medications. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He also has stage IV NYHA New York Heart Association Classification regarding his congestive heart failure which makes him less of the candidate for any further treatment. The patient is very much hospice appropriate most likely has less than six months to live.
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
