This is a 51-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of endstage heart failure. The patient tells me that currently he is not using oxygen. He does have chest pain. He uses nitroglycerin on a p.r.n. basis. He has lost weight. He used to weigh 210 pounds, now he weighs 180 pounds. 
He eats very little. He thinks part of that is because of the heat, part of it because he does not feel well. He also lives in pain all the time. He has history of SLE, atherosclerotic heart disease, osteoarthritis, overactive bladder, and DJD.
His pain appeared to cause increased shortness of breath along with worsening pain with activity related to his chronic pericarditis related to SLE. He also suffers from rheumatoid arthritis, anxiety, and he requires Xanax and Norco to control his symptoms. He has a history of cardiomyopathy and congestive heart failure. As was mentioned, he uses nitroglycerin to relieve his pain. His KPS score is 40%. 
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
