The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for the treatment.

SUBJECTIVE AND OBJECTIVE DATA: I got a phone call from Comprehensive Counseling on August 5, 2024 that Mr. Selleh her husband whose telephone number is 586-260-8261 wanted to talk to me regarding his wife Frances McGil as she is not taking her medication. I discussed this case, Ms. McGil has been having difficulty in compliance and she was always abusive and complaining about her husband. This was discussed during last medication review evaluation. Her husband believes that it is important that she should go to the hospital and I totally agree with him. This morning, I got a call from Frances McGil and I returned her calls she was blaming her husband that she wanted divorce. He is verbally aggressive towards her and she is making allegations that he has been using her son for the same issues. I further discussed that she has to compliance with the medication. She should take Abilify 20 mg twice a day for couple of days and then I will see her again after five days to see whether it is helpful or not. She promised to do so therefore I further asked her to let me call to her husband. Mr. Selleh indicated that he has signed a petition and called the police and it is important that she should go to the hospital because it has been interfering in his life and also at work.  Considering Frances noncompliance with the medication, I recommended it is appropriate to send to the hospital so that she should get injectable Abilify and she should be compliant. The patient does have problem of noncompliance and when she is noncompliant she becomes very paranoid and aggressive towards her husband. I further provided support to McGil and encouraged that she should go to the hospital and get stability and learn how to control her behavior. The patient finally agreed and she would be transferred to the hospital. The patient has been on Abilify 20 mg daily, multivitamin, and Benadryl 25 mg daily. Her husband reported that once she returns from the hospital she will make a followup appointment to the Comprehensive Counseling to which I agreed.
