CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 59-year-old male referred for evaluation of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 59-year-old male with history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and CVA with left-sided weakness. He further has history of methamphetamine use. He reports history of chest pain beginning approximately one year ago. Pain is described as sharp, substernal, and nonradiating. He has had no further chest pain since his initial episode, but does report increasing fatigue. He has had no symptoms of congestive heart failure.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Left-sided CVA.

4. Methamphetamine use.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Apparently unremarkable although he had been evaluated both by ear, nose and throat for hearing loss.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one daily.

2. Gabapentin 300 mg, take two t.i.d.

3. Mirtazapine 30 mg one h.s.

4. Atorvastatin 40 mg one daily.

5. Lisinopril 10 mg daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette smoking or drug use. He notes rare alcohol use. The records in Epic are reviewed, he is noted to have history of methamphetamine use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had weight gain.
HEENT: Oral Cavity: He has dentures.

Psychiatric: He has insomnia.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 141/81, pulse 57, respiratory rate 18, height 66 inches, and weight 181.4 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus bradycardia 54 bpm. There are nonspecific ST/T-wave changes especially involving the anterolateral leads.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chest pain, unclear etiology.

2. Sinus bradycardia.

3. Abnormal EKG.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiographic evaluation and stress testing.
