CARDIAC: The patient denies any chest pain or palpitations.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membranes are pearly grey. No erythema.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness and no adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, and no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness and no palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily. He has point tenderness to the left knee, left hip, and across the shoulder. No swelling or erythema noted.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash or any lesions.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.
