HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports to the clinic complaining of left ear pain. He states about three days ago they had a Redneck Pool Party where he had a trough in his front yard and the neighbors came over and filled it up with water and they swam. Ever since, his left ear has been bothering him. He has not been using Q-tips to clean his ears as last time he had impacted earwax. No fever, body aches, chills or any associated symptoms as well as no changes in hearing.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does report smoking one pack of cigarettes per day.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.

ENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. His right ear is within normal limits. Left ear noted mild erythema in external ear canal. No tympanic membrane bulging or redness. Nose: Within normal limits. Throat: No edema, erythema, or exudate noted. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds in all quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Left external otitis media.
PLAN: We will provide Ciprodex drops. Advised to follow up as needed. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
