SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or smoking reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Alert and oriented, no acute distress, well-appearing male.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Urgency and diabetes.
PLAN: We will treat the diabetes with metformin and the urgency with Flomax. Next visit, he will have in 90 days, we will do his blood draw.
