HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient’s new mother brought the patient in. She is a new mother because the child belongs to her sister, but her sister gave up custody because she could not take care of the child and this is the first female infant. She does report having four boys, but never seen a diaper rash on a female infant before and unsure of diaper rash, if it is a diaper rash or if it is possibly a fungus infection. She has over-the-counter medications, lotion to try and assist with the rash, but it is not improved.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is a happy, playful 7-month-old female child in no acute distress.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Normal except for around the vulvovaginal area red raised lesions with crust around the edges noted.
ASSESSMENT: Vulvar candidiasis.
PLAN: We will treat with antifungal cream. The patient’s mother advised to follow up with pediatrician as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
