This is a 77-year-old woman currently has been admitted to hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient has history of hypertensive heart disease, congestive heart failure, hyperlipidemia, history of angina, atrial fibrillation, orthostatic hypotension, and recurrent urinary tract infection. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is no longer able to maintain. She is not oriented to person, place, or time.
She is no longer able to use her walker. She is total ADL dependent, bowel, and bladder incontinent. She is quite weak. She is bedbound. Much debilitation also has shortness of breath associated with heart disease. She belongs to the NYHA Class IV with a shortness of breath with any activity. Her MAP is now down to 23.5. ADL is 40%. The patient stated she tell me that she has so many falls to be able to get up , which is no longer allowed to get up because of dizziness and orthostatic hypotension. She also suffers from sleep apnea. She uses CPAP with a history of DJD, lower extremity edema, trace related to her pulmonary hypertension. Her O2 sat at 89% without oxygen. She has oxygen in place, but refuses to use it most of time with heart rate of 100 atrial fibrillation irregularly irregular heart rate noted.
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
