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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 73-year-old white male that we follow in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient underwent total nephrectomy related to renal cell carcinoma on the left side, the patient has right functional kidney, but since there was pathology in the urinary tract, an ileal conduit was done and the ostomy is in the right hemiabdomen that is functioning well and is without any evidence of herniation. The patient has a laboratory workup that was done on 08/06/2023 with a creatinine of 2.1 and an estimated GFR of 32 which makes him CKD stage IIIB. There is no evidence of significant proteinuria. The patient had a urinary tract infection that required hospitalization a couple of months in the back, but he has been asymptomatic ever since. With an evaluation with the CT scan, there was no evidence of relapse or indication of malignancies.
2. The patient has abdominal aortic aneurysm that is 3.3 and it is most likely related to the chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

3. The patient has diverticulosis of the colon that has been evaluated by Dr. Latzko. Apparently, there is need to evaluate and remove part of the colon and, for that purpose, the patient has been referred to a surgeon in Orlando. The surgery will be practiced once the patient quit smoking and he has been smoker for many years.
4. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that is asymptomatic.

5. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease related to heavy smoking that he is in the process of quitting.

6. Mild anemia that is most likely associated to chronic kidney disease.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis.

8. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

9. We will reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.
