Dear Mr. Thwaites:

This is a followup for Mr. Babcock with advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  He uses a cane.  No fall.  He has problems of hematuria followed by urology at Big Rapids.  Memory issues.  Drinks beer.  Stable dyspnea, no oxygen.  Denies vomiting, blood or melena.  I review systems, otherwise negative.

Medications:  Off lisinopril.  Remains on Norvasc, metoprolol, hydralazine, Lasix, and nitrates.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 188 pounds and blood pressure nurse 148/75.  Lungs are clear.  He has a systolic murmur.  Tympanic abdomen.  No ascites.  1+ edema.  Memory issues, nonfocal.  looks frail.  History of prostate cancer.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries in August, creatinine 2.35.  He is at baseline now for the last one year representing a GFR 28 stage IV.  Labs review.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  He has prostate cancer, also diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia this is baseline mental status.  He has a watchman procedure.  No anticoagulation.  Continue present blood pressure medicines.  Off ACE inhibitors, did not tolerate it.  Present nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  There is mild anemia, does not require EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back on the next four to six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
