Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mr. O’Brien with prior elevated calcium from primary hyperparathyroidism with three out of four parathyroid glands removed and chronic dyspnea in relation to elevation of the left-sided kidney diaphragm probably from prior hiatal hernia.  There was sudden loss of consciousness a dropping episode when he was in the grocery market.  He denies having chest pain or palpitations.  A customer helped him up.  There was no focal deficit.  No problem with speech.  No significant trauma.  He did not go to the emergency room.  No incontinence of bowel or urine.  No biting of the tongue.  No seizure activity.  Everything was normal.  It is my understanding you have done a Holter monitor being negative.  Otherwise, review of systems is negative.  He remains on beta-blockers and metformin.

Physical Examination:  Weight 149 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 117/74.  No respiratory distress.  He is alert and oriented x3.  Breath sound decreased on the left base from known elevation of the diaphragm otherwise clear.  No consolidation or wheezing.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine normal.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  A minor decrease on sodium.

Assessment and Plan:  Primary hyperparathyroidism status post three quarters parathyroid surgery and calcium upper normal.  He does not require further treatment.  Not symptomatic.  Stable kidney function.  All chemistries are stable.  Minor hyponatremia.  We discussed the meaning of that.  He has diffuse body pain.  No antiinflammatory agents.  He has probably Paget’s disease. The etiology of the sudden drop is not clear as there are no cardiovascular or neurological deficits.  Incidental left-sided hiatal hernia and complications of elevated left hemidiaphragm with minor symptoms, and respiratory only on extreme activities.  From my side, I will see him back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
