Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a followup for Mrs. Woodward with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Smoker and chronic back pain.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Peripheral vascular disease, but no claudications or discolor of the toes.  No hospital visits.  No oxygen or sleep apnea or CPAP machine.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight the Demadex and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 154 pounds, stable.  Blood pressure 121/67 by nurse.  COPD abnormalities, but no respiratory distress.  No localized consolidation or pleural effusion.  No arrhythmia, pericardial rub, ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema.
Labs: Chemistries, creatinine 1.47 stable overtime representing a GFR of 36 stage IIIB. All labs reviewed.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime, no progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Prior ultrasound without obstruction or urinary retention.  Normal nutrition, electrolytes, acid base, calcium and phosphorus.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Physical findings for COPD.  Unfortunately smoker.  Continue present regimen.  Chemistries in a regular basis.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
