Dear Michele:
This is a followup for Paul with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  He is smoking two packs per day.  Could not complete a pulmonary function test.  Follows with heart and lung specialist at Greenville.  He uses inhalers.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Stable weight and appetite.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia or urinary symptoms.  Exposed to asbestos.  No edema or discolor of the toes.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Diuretics, potassium replacement, inhalers, and psychiatry medications.

Physical Examination:  Weight 179 pounds stable.  Blood pressure by nurse 149/67.  COPD abnormalities.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal,
Labs:  Chemistries in June.  Creatinine 1.9 baseline representing a GFR of 34 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No *________*.  Continue diuretics.  Potassium replacement.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Mild anemia.  Does not require EPO treatment.  Underlying COPD, smoker, and asbestos exposure.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
