Dear Dr. Abimbola:
This is a followup for Katherine with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  3 + edema.  Followed by vascular Dr. Constantino.  Problems of infected graft removed.  Also wears a brace on the right leg.  Chronic numbness from prior right-sided total hip replacement with a foot drop.  Stable weight and appetite.  No vomiting, dysphagia, or bowel problems.  Minor incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood. Very hard of hearing.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Review of system negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Eliquis, metoprolol, and Norvasc.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 149/77.  Weight is stable 146 pounds.  There is probably fibrosis.  Coarse rales diffuse.  No gross arrhythmia or pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  2 to 3+ edema left and 1 to 2+ on the right, nonfocal

Labs: Chemistry July.  Creatinine 1.01, stable.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  Needs to check blood pressure at home.  Continue present regimen.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus stable.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  History of atrial fibrillation, beta-blockers and anticoagulation. Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
