Dear Mrs. Greenway:
This is a followup for Mrs. Perry with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and bariatric surgery Roux-en-Y.  Last visit in February.  To have a cardiac cath.  Follows cardiology Dr. Doghmi.  Denies change of weight, appetite, bowel or urinary symptoms.  Denies palpitation, increased dyspnea, orthopnea, PND, or claudication abnormalities.  Review of systems negative.
Medications:  Medications list is reviewed.  I will highlight nifedipine, HCTZ and nitrates.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable.  Blood pressure by nurse 136/80.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.2 stable or improved representing a GFR of 49 stage III.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Elevated bicarbonate probably from diuretics.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 12.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD Stage III stable overtime, no progression, not symptomatic.  Blood pressure well controlled.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present electrolytes, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus stable.  Roux-en-Y bariatric surgery stable.  High oxalate, but no nephrocalcinosis, stones or obstruction.  Cardiac cath to be done.  GFR is 50.  I am not too concerned about IV contrast exposure.  All issues discussed.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
