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1. LC, 13-year-old young man with a cut finger. Finger laceration was repaired. He was sent home with Keflex. Mother was happy with the care.

2. CL, is a 57-year-old woman complaining of hip pain, foot pain and Dr. O did x-rays of foot, knee and low back since the knee pain can be related to low back. All x-rays were negative. The patient was treated with Naprosyn. She stated the doctor was great, but he said “thank God and praise God” too may times.
3. KB, is a 17-year-old young lady comes in with abdominal pain. CBC, urinalysis, hCG, and CT all negative. Diagnosed with dysfunctional uterine bleeding related to her periods. Message was left for the family to call me back.
4. KR, is a 3-month-old baby that mother was concerned about the ways the baby was breathing. Exam was within normal limits. The swab tests were all negative. The patient was sent home. Message was left for the family to call me back.
5. CH, is a 35-year-old woman with vomiting and history of migraine headaches. Even though she has had a history of migraine headaches, Dr. O went ahead and did a CT scan, treated the patient with Zofran and Benadryl, did a full blood work, everything was negative. The patient was released. She was very happy with the care.
6. DC, 48-year-old woman with a swollen eye involving the conjunctiva as well as around the eye. For this reason, he ordered a CT of the orbit to make sure there was no abscess or orbital cellulitis, none was found. The patient was treated with Augmentin and gentamicin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

7. KH is a 26-year-old male, presents with a puncture wound, was treated with tetanus and Keflex and sent home. He had no problem with the doctor.
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8. BH, is a 52-year-old woman with shortness of breath, cough, fever, not feeling well, and diagnosed with COVID-19, treated with albuterol, Singulair and Paxlovid. O2 sat was stable. We need to let him know about x-rays if he is still wanting to do x-rays, but there was no reason for x-ray except for the fact that the patient had COVID and he did treat the patient with Paxlovid.

9. MG, 12-year-old comes in with swollen hand and feet which was the most interesting case, I believe. The urinalysis including lab work was negative. No proteinuria was noted. GFR was normal. Kidney function was normal. There was no protein in the urine. He did not treat the patient with any medication. I asked them to see their primary care doctor, but I am glad that he did a urinalysis and blood work to look for glomerulonephritis in this 12-year-old. Not sure about the extent of the swelling, but the workup was appropriate and the instruction was appropriate. Left message for mother to call me back.
10. MS, is a 65-year-old woman with shortness of breath, cough, congestion, and fever. Diagnosed with COVID-19. Tessalon and Paxlovid were added. Again, no chest x-ray was done. O2 sat was stable. The phone number that was left was a bad number.

11. RH, 20-year-old with a laceration to the right middle digit. Laceration was repaired. Keflex and tetanus were given and the patient was sent home.
12. SW, 32-year-old with knee pain. X-rays were all negative. The patient was sent home with naproxen. She was happy with the care received.

13. JB, complaining of hip pain. X-rays were not done. The patient has had chronic pain for some time. He did treat the patient with Toradol and Norflex in the ER, sent the patient home with Mobic. She complained that x-rays should have been done because “she always gets x-rays”. Dr. O did write down that the pain appears to be a chronic issue. Nevertheless, he may need to be reminded that in the emergency room we always do x-rays with any joint pain.

14. CH, is a 75-year-old with left eye swelling, diagnosed with cellulitis, treated with Rocephin and clindamycin. Left a message for the patient to call me back.

15. CC, is a 70-year-old woman came in with a dog scratch. No treatment needed. Tetanus was given. The number that was left was a bad number.

16. DM, is a 9-year-old child comes in with fever of 101. Workup negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Sent home with Amoxil. Child is doing better and starting school next week. Mother was happy with the care received.
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17. RJ, 45-year-old comes in with shoulder pain. No trauma. X-rays were negative. There was an actual old injury and old fracture. He did not tell the patient “just go home and take Tylenol or Motrin.” He gave him tramadol and Naprosyn at the appropriate dosage.

18. GH, 52-year-old comes in with cough, cold, and congestion. Diagnosed with sinusitis after workup was negative. Treated with Decadron and sent home with Amoxil. She was happy with the doctor, but she is slowly recovering.

19. AN, is a 14-year-old young lady with cough, congestion, fever, nausea and vomiting. All swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with URI. Sent home with Zofran and Bentyl. I think the use of Bentyl in this case is indicative of him caring about the patient being in pain and discomfort because it really does help and he just did not tell the patient “everything is okay, you will get better,” he did not do that.

20. MD, is an 82-year-old woman with cough, congestion, white count of 18.000, increased lactate, blood sugar in the 200, and possible UTI. The patient was sent to Kingwood. The husband tells me that they still do not know what is wrong with her. The workup included CT, lab, and urinalysis, which were all within normal limits except for the white count and increased lactate of course and they are planning on doing more testing and colonoscopy tomorrow, but the husband said “the doctor did a fine job” his exact words.

21. JF, I think I am having a miscarriage, but her hCG test was negative. The patient was sent home, diagnosed with heavy period.

22. WW, 56-year-old male with a left leg cut via grinder. The cut was closed. The doctor did treat the patient with Keflex and tetanus and send the patient home.
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
