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1. JC, 9-month-old baby with fever. Swab test negative. Treated with Tylenol and Motrin. Fever came down. Sent the patient home. The patient is doing fine and mother was happy with the care received.

2. LB, showed up with a lump on her face. The patient has had lymphadenopathy in the past related to cat scratch fever, but that was a long time ago and she was concerned about that, but there is no infection around the lymphadenopathy. Diagnosed with the lipoma in the face. Sent to a surgeon. No other workup was done. She was happy with the care.
3. SB, is a 36-year-old male with soreness on his face, legs, and arms. Diagnosed with impetigo. Treated with Keflex. Sent home. Left message for the patient to call me back.

4. HE, 40-year-old woman comes in with constipation. She had CBC, urinalysis, hCG, full workup, white count was 18,000. The patient would not stay. She stated she had a very important meeting and she left against medical advice. She did not answer her phone.

5. GA, 29-year-old shows up with hematuria, abdominal pain. Lab and CT negative. Urinalysis does show blood. White count 11,000. He was given IV fluids. Sent home to follow up with his primary care physician. Again, lab and CT were negative. A UA did not show an infection, just hematuria. No antibiotics or other medications were given. The patient was comfortable. Left a message for the patient to call me back.

6. MA, is a 4-year-old child who presents with conjunctivitis. Treated with gentamicin and Amoxil for sinusitis. Mother was happy with the care received.

7. ZB, is a 24-year-old with abdominal pain. Full workup including CBC, urinalysis, CT, and hCG were all within normal limits. Sent home with abdominal pain and treated with Bentyl. The husband was appreciative of the care that his wife received.
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8. BC, 32-year-old shows up with tooth pain. Diagnosed with dental caries. Treated with Pen-VK and naproxen and sent home.

9. AP, is an 8-year-old female comes in with toothache. They saw a dentist the day before. They were given Amoxil, but mother did not get a chance to get it from the pharmacy. So, they show up in the emergency room. He told them they need to go back and get the prescription filled.

10. NM, 48-year-old with abdominal pain, right lower quadrant pain. The patient was sent from Dr. De La Flor-Weiss’ office. Lab, urinalysis, CT were all negative. The patient was told to follow up with Dr. De La Flor-Weiss’ office. The patient had Bentyl and Zofran at home and he was not vomiting. He was happy with the care received.
11. DC, 20-year-old with back pain and pregnancy. Urinalysis negative. No bleeding. Excellent documentation regarding the fact that there is no other issue regarding pain except related to pregnancy.
12. JO, is a 30-day-old baby who has apparently swaddled up with blanket falls a foot and half. No CTs or x-rays were ordered and the child is doing fine now. The exam was negative. Family was happy with the care.
13. JH, 31-year-old with migraine headaches. Recently, had a CT scan, was treated with Toradol, Zofran and Benadryl with good response and they were happy with the care received.
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
