CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of sweating for the past two days with associated nausea and vomiting for the past two days. Denies pain or diarrhea.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Denies substance abuse.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress except mild diaphoresis suggested with increased moisture. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Diaphoresis, also viral syndrome, nausea, and vomiting.

PLAN: Because of unexplained diaphoresis, the patient was sent to Cleveland Emergency Hospital for lab workup including CBC and urine drug screen, to call for results. Because urine drug screen showed presence of pot unknown to mother, the patient still a minor, additional diagnosis was made of substance abuse with anxiety reaction. The patient was to follow up with primary care or go to the emergency room if necessary.
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
