The patient with sores on his face for the past three days and crusting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Two brothers with similar lesions, now cleared, not as bad.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. No cervical adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: With papulopustular like lesions scattered on the face measuring 1 cm x 1 cm in diameter.
IMPRESSION: Impetigo to the face, possible MRSA.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Bactrim and to use Betadine or Hibiclens topically and mupirocin antibiotic ointment as directed. Follow up with pediatrician or here if needed.
