Dear Dr. Syed:

Thank you for referring Ms. Jehan Saweres for an Infectious Disease Evaluation.
As you know, the patient was recently hospitalized for osteomyelitis of the left second digit due to uncontrolled diabetes.

The patient was discharged on intravenous antibiotics based on cultures obtained in the medical center. Amputation of digit was refused. The patient reports improvement in overall symptoms with decreased drainage and slow healing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for diabetes, morbid obesity, and hypertension. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not drink, smoke, or use any intravenous drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Positive for diabetes.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Rocephin 2 g IV daily, amlodipine 5 mg p.o. daily, atorvastatin 20 mg p.o. daily, Bumex 0.5 mg p.o. daily, Bydureon 2 mg subcutaneous every week, and Celebrex 200 mg p.o. daily.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: A well-nourished and well-developed female, awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
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Vital Signs: Temperature 98. Height 5’ Weight 300 pounds. Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 70. 
HEENT: Head is normocephalic and atraumatic. Eyes: Normal. Ears: Normal. Nose: Normal. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and obese. Bowel sounds present.

EXTREMITIES: Bilateral lower leg edema. Pulses diminished secondary to edema. Second digit left foot has an ulcer which is slowly healing. There is no pus. There is no drainage. There is no gas in the soft tissues.
NEUROLOGIC: Decreased sensation consistent with peripheral neuropathy. 

LABS: Recent labs are not available. 

IMPRESSION/PLAN: Osteomyelitis left second digit. May require amputation if no improvement. Currently improving on IV antibiotics and is due to complete therapy in approximately two weeks. Subsequent to this, she may require additional oral antibiotic therapy. She reports better glycemic control. The patient is due to follow up with Dr. Levine in three days. The patient has been given an appointment for followup here in approximately six weeks.
We will follow along with you and add further recommendations as needed.

Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
