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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 69-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of chronic kidney disease stage IV. This patient has right nephrectomy related to renal cell carcinoma and she has been also with partial nephrectomy of the left kidney because of the presence of small tumors that have been followed by the National Institutes of Health and surgeries have been performed in order to remove the little tumors. However, we know that the patient has serum creatinine that is 3.9 and an estimated GFR that is consistent with CKD stage IV. The patient is asymptomatic at the present time. I tried to communicate with the National Institutes of Health to see whether or not they have a specific program to follow or a specific plan to follow with this patient and, as soon as I get the call back, we will get in touch with the patient and let her know.
2. The patient has anemia that is related to CKD, is asymptomatic.

3. The patient has single kidney as mentioned before.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.
5. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The patient remains in the same body weight. Appetite is good. Bowel movements are good. No nausea. No vomiting. No alterations in the serum electrolytes at this point.

6. We are going to reevaluate this case in one month with laboratory workup.

I spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, with the patient in the face-to-face 15 minutes, and documentation 5 minutes.
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
