CC: Routine followup.
HPI: A 91-year-old with moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease seen in room where she is doing embroidery. The patient continually occupies herself with either doing puzzles, word puzzles, painting, coloring, needlepoint, and now today embroidery. She is alert. She makes eye contact. She tends to be a no-nonsense person and stated that everything was okay as far as she knew. When asked about pain, appetite, and sleep, she denied pain and stated that she sleeps good, appetite is good, she does come out for all meals and sits with other female residents. She has had no falls or other acute events.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease advanced, osteoporosis, gait instability – uses a wheelchair (left foot inversion with second hammertoe deformity), GERD, and HTN.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/08/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. She is not one for chitchat. She makes limited eye contact and continues her embroidery. Her speech is somewhat soft-spoken, clear, articulate and in context of question or situation. She can make her needs known as needed. She is somewhat to herself, but will socialize at mealtime.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/66, pulse 64, temperature 97.0, respiratory rate 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 128 pounds.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: General care: daughter continues to visit the issue of daughters who live back east and trying to get full custody of their mother. That has blown over after all of them appeared before Judge who deemed that the daughter local who has been her POA from the beginning continue in that capacity with visits from other daughters to be here in Oklahoma City.
