CC: Increased confusion.
HPI: The patient is a 97-year-old female status post COVID and was isolated at least a week. She is reported to be more confused. She is compliant with care. Continues with PO intake though eating less. No behavioral issues. Baseline is HTN, OA, COPD with O2 at 2 liters h.s. and p.r.n., atrial fibrillation on Eliquis and OA with bilateral knee pain.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, LATEX, and ADHESIVE TAPE.
DIET: Regular with protein drinks unsure how frequently, she is actually doing them at this point.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient was lying in bed quietly. She did awaken with gentle stirring and she recognized me and just kind of faintly said hello, but she really did perk up all that much.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/68, pulse 82, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, and no weight.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: The patient also had full labs on 07/18/24 and everything as far as her CMP and TSH are normal. Her CBC she had an H&H of 9.6 and 31.7 with no reference labs. I think at this time given her age and her baseline with COVID on top that prolonged recovery period is not unexpected. I will order a UA with C&S to rule out any infectious etiology. Asking staff to make sure that she eats and is hydrated so checking on her three times daily to make sure that she is drinking has something to drink. We will see her next week.
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
