HPI: An 80-year-old female admitted to Integra Southwest on 07/27 for COVID positive with symptoms. She returned to facility on 08/01 and this is my first visit with her. She has remained COVID positive despite treatment.

MEDICATIONS: Return medications are allopurinol 100 mg q.d., amiodarone 200 mg q.d., Plavix q.d., digoxin 125 mcg q.d., probiotic q.d., levothyroxine 88 mcg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Robaxin 500 mg one tablet b.i.d., MVI q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., MiraLax q.d. p.r.n., KCl 10 mEq q.d., spironolactone 50 mg q.d., torsemide 20 mg t.i.d., and tramadol 50 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female hospitalized with COVID returned and remains COVID positive and is in isolation.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/67, pulse 66, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight unavailable.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. She is become antsy and wanting to come out at this point it is explained to her why she needs to be isolated. She continues to have a fairly good appetite. She is prompted on hydration. She has wanted to be seen just really more for company I told her I would see her next week, at this point she is stable.

2. DNR status. I am going to talk with her son/POA regarding code status. There needs to be a reality check on this and I am going to address it with patient who is really the reason it remains full code.
