CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 72-year-old gentleman seen in room, I knocked on door, took a bit, he answered and generally the few times that I have had to go to the room to see him or his partner, Randy would open the door and make it clear that no one was going past the threshold, so I just stood out in the hallway and told him that I had his urine results and I would review with him and he asked me to then come in. I reviewed the UA results with him, which are negative and he was happy about that. He then pointed to a card and it was for Accentra Home Health & Hospice with a chaplain’s name on there and he asked me to look at the back and it said about no gay Sunday as the patient is homosexual. I told him I did not understand and he said that somebody gave it to him, but the patient has advanced dementia and it is unclear how this came about or what this means and I asked him if he had written it and he said he did not think so. In any event, he also brought up his partner who is in Utah with his family and he is missing him and concerned that he is not going to come back, so I told him you can just pray about it, as the patient is a retired pastor.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia; MMSE score of 7, insomnia, and anxiety.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from the most previous note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: The patient has an advance directive no DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished gentleman seated quietly in his apartment who actually invited me in.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/69, pulse 54, temperature 98.6, respirations 17, and weight 187 pounds.
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NEURO: He is oriented to person and Oklahoma. His speech is clear, the content can be random. He is not able to give information as he has significant short and long-term memory deficits and he confabulates often when asked questions as his answer and he just wanted to continue to talk and I told him I had to go and when I was walking out, he said “I just want to pass the time, so can we just talk” and I explained to him that I would at another time, but I needed to finish up.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: UA followup. This was done after his fall over the weekend and increased confusion noted to rule out infectious factors. UA done and it is completely negative, so no UTI, but just the progression of his dementia.
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
