CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 96-year-old gentleman who had annual labs done. The patient has a history of acute blood loss anemia that required transfusion and, even post transfusion, he was having a slow response to normalizing his H&H. I went into the patient’s room to see him, he was sound asleep I tried to wake him, was not happening, so I called his son/POA Marty to review labs with him and he was completely okay with that.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia end-stage, dysphagia, pain management, GERD, and gout.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg MWF, Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. h.s., MiraLAX MWF, and Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient sleeping soundly, could not awaken. He gets around in an electric wheelchair that he safely propels.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 143/65, pulse 86, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 98%.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. He maintains verbal capacity, but speaks infrequently, only a few words at a time, soft volume and often hard to understand. He really cannot give information, occasionally can make his needs known.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He gets around in his electric wheelchair, he self-transfers and has bilateral lower extremity edema at the ankles and moves his arms. He does often require transfer assist.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Acute blood loss anemia requiring transfusion that was a year ago and it has been slow for his bone marrow recovery. His H&H are now 13.3 and 39.7, indices are WNL and platelet count is 284,000, so well within normal.

2. Hypoalbuminemia. Albumin is 3.3, so slightly low, total protein quite good at 6.6, and remainder of CMP is normal.

3. History of DM II, off oral medication for approximately a year. A1c is 6.6, which for the patient’s age if he were diabetic would not require treatment; at his age, the target A1c is 8, so no need for treatment.

CPT 99350 and direct POA contact 15 minutes; all this was related to son Marty.
