This is a 67-year-old woman with history of coronary artery disease, hypertension, peripheral vascular disease, femoropopliteal bypass, history of obstructive sleep apnea, CHF, and diabetes. The patient was recently hospitalized with shortness of breath, worsening CHF and exacerbation of COPD.
The patient was subsequently discharged and the family has decided to place the patient on hospice because she no longer wishes to go back and forth to the hospital.

The patient has severe peripheral vascular disease, obesity, history of smoking abuse. She is now ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s hospital records indicate that the patient did not have pulmonary embolus. X-ray findings were consistent with exacerbation of COPD. Blood sugars have been out of control.
The patient is expected to live less than six months, hence makes her hospice appropriate. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%, class IV New York Heart Association heart failure. The patient has been admitted to hospice with acute and chronic congestive heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. The patient currently lives with her daughter who is considered her primary caregiver. Overall prognosis is poor and the patient meets the criteria for hospice admission with less than six months to live.
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
