CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen today with history of menstrual period lasting two weeks with associated clots with some cramping. She has a history of ultrasound few months ago showing presence of fibroids.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of diagnosed H. pylori, going to Texas Emergency Hospital three months ago, given usual medications, better now with occasional flare-ups, better with Protonix that was given to her before.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She also describes occasional palpitations for the past month lasting 20 to 30 minutes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Examination was normal except 1+ right and left suprapubic tenderness. General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
Lab work was ordered to check for anemia and other abnormalities. EKG was obtained in the office which was normal without evidence of arrhythmia or atrial fibrillation.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Gastritis with history of H. pylori, palpitations benign, menorrhagia with history of fibroids.
PLAN: The patient’s prescription for Protonix was refilled. The patient is referred to gynecologist for further evaluation and to see PCP as needed and for followup.
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
