Dear. Dr. Stebelton:

This is a followup for Mr. Smith with history of chronic kidney disease, right-sided renal artery stenosis, and nonfunctioning of the left kidney.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visits.  Minor lightheadedness on standing.  Does not affecting his activities of quality of life.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications: Medication list reviewed.  Remains on Norvasc, HCTZ, and metoprolol.  Denies antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 186 pounds, previously 193 pounds.  Blood pressure on the left-sided 120/68 sitting position and standing 112/68 and 114/66.  He has prosthesis on the right upper extremity.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema or focal deficits.  Normal speech.  Alert and oriented x3.
Labs:  Chemistries in August.  No evidence of anemia.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  GFR 56 for a creatinine 1.34, stable overtime.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III secondary to atrophic left kidney and renal artery stenosis, post stent on the right-sided.  Kidney function is stable overtime without symptomatic.  Blood pressure also well controlled if anything some postural blood pressure changes, but it is not affecting his activity.  All chemistries stable.  No indication for dialysis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
