Dear. Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Shippee with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in February.  Denies hospital visit.  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Weight is stable.  She is trying to eat plant-based protein.  Avoiding animal protein.
Medications:  Present medications.  I want to highlight the vitamin D125.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Exam:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure 147/73 by nurse.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Chronic deviation of the right eye laterally.
Labs:  Chemistries.  Creatinine 1.29 that is one of her best.  She has been as high as 1.6, present GFR 45 stage III.  All labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  Chemistries associated to kidney disease, potassium balance, acid base, water, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  Mild anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Mild secondary hyperparathyroidism already on treatment.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
