Dear. Terry:

This is a followup for Mrs. Bishop with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital admissions.  Chronic back pain.  Prior falls.  No antiinflammatory agents.  No radiation.  Has edema compression stockings although not during summertime.  Has varicose veins.  Chronic nasal congestion.  Extensive review of system being done and is negative.
Medications: Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the metoprolol, lisinopril and no antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Exam:  Today weight 121.8 pounds, previously 125 pounds.  Blood pressure 120/66 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  This is slender elderly lady, very pleasant.
Labs:  Chemistries.  Creatinine 1.45, which is baseline representing GFR 35 stage IIIB.  All labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  There is mild anemia.  Does not require EPO treatment.  Potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal.  Minor low sodium representing free water, but is not severe.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
