The patient was transferred to the hospital. She was admitted to St. Agnes Hospital with hypotension and bradycardia. Nephrology team was consulted there. They are following the patient maintenance of hemodialysis. The blood pressure was stabilized and bradycardia also improved. After stabilization, the patient was sent back to the facility. Today, when I saw the patient, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. End-stage renal disease on hemodialysis.

2. Atrial fibrillation.

3. Hypertension.

4. Left arm AV fistula is working.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 97/55, pulse 60, temperature 98.4, respiration 20, and pulse ox 97%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Decreased breath sounds at the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient was admitted after rehospitalization with hypotension. Currently, blood pressure is stable.

2. ESRD on hemodialysis.

3. Hypokalemia maintained on Lokelma.

4. Ambulatory dysfunction with generalized weakness.
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5. History of left breast swelling.

6. History of mitral valve repair.

7. History of endocarditis.

8. History of opioid dependence.

PLAN: All other medications reviewed. Care plan discussed with nurse practitioner. Also, discussed with the patient all her questioned answered.
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
