Thank you for your continued support.

Lucy was seen today. The patient has a chronic iron deficiency anemia on account of angiodysplasia and intermittent GI bleed. Her CBC in July 23 was hemoglobin was 8.4 and hematocrit was 26.9. However when checked in the office on 07/31 hemoglobin was 7.5 and hematocrit was 25.9. Her iron was 39 and ferritin was 12. The patient was given intravenous iron. The patient is now here with continued symptom of extreme fatigue and weakness so apparently her hemoglobin must be still very low.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, she weighs 156 pounds and blood pressure 146/55
Eyes/ENT: Showed pallor.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Severe iron deficiency anemia.

2. GI bleed secondary to angiodysplasia.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and recheck CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and then give her 1 g of intravenous InFeD over two hours following premedication with 25 mg Benadryl. Once the CBC is available, we will send you a copy of the results.
