Thank you for this referral.

This patient is sent here for evaluation on account of premature cells seen in his CBC.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not offer any symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of mild intellectual disability, history of obesity, metabolic syndrome, past history of anemia, and atrial fibrillation. The patient is on Xarelto.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: A 68-year-old male well built and well nourished.
HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Knee joints seem to be slightly swollen. No edema.
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LABS: WBC 5.1, H&H 14.5 and 44.4, platelet 246, peripheral smear did show nucleated red RBC 0.4, and immature granulocytes 0.4%.

DIAGNOSIS: Premature cells in the peripheral smear cause unclear could be bone marrow stress from previous anemia could be from recent viral illness which could have been subclinical.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Please do reticulocyte count with CBC next time also LDH and will see the patient in one month with these labs and see if we need to do any further evaluation.
