The patient is quite debilitated. She is in pain, requires pain medications around the clock. The patient has total ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence. Her KPS is at 40% currently. She resides with son Trent Johnson who is considered her primary caregiver. The patient has had tremendous amount of weight loss and again requires pain medication because of her head and neck cancer. The patient is not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy at this time and the family has decided to proceed with no further treatment and hospice care at home. The patient is expected to do poorly. She has less than six months to live. Overall, prognosis is quite grave.
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
