Mrs. Santos is a 94-year-old woman who is currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient is eating very little. She is continuing to lose weight. She is a high risk of fall, but now staying in bed 12 to 14 hours a day. She is a high risk for developing UTI; has had numerous UTIs in the past few months. She has a KPS score of 40% as it is very common with patients with Lewy body dementia. The patient has aspiration type symptoms, has to be fed very little. For this reason, the patient has lost tremendous amount of weight and at least 3 pounds in the past month. She is ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, requires turning, has very little appetite, has protein-calorie malnutrition. It is important to mention that initially she had lost 20 pounds before starting hospice. She weighs less than 100 pounds now. Overall, prognosis remains poor. She continues to remain hospice appropriate because of her demise and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
