This is an 80-year-old lady who is currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. The patient has a history of endstage renal disease, primary hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, native coronary artery disease with and without angina. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. She has symptoms of aspiration, eating very little, ADL dependent, increased confusion, bowel and bladder incontinent, and KPS score of 40%. She is now bedbound. She has a hard time getting into wheelchair because of severe weakness and overall debility. The patient sleeps most of the time at least 14 to 16 hours a day, has a KPS score of 40% both ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She is eating very little, has lost another 2.5 pounds. She has issues with sundowner’s syndrome and cognitive issues including hallucination which is very common in patients with Lewy body dementia. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient has most likely less than six months to live and continues to remain very much hospice appropriate and shows steady decline on hospice.
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
