Mr. Lacamera is a very nice 79-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia.

The patient also has parkinsonism as it is very common in patients with Lewy body dementia. He has dysphagia, difficulty swallowing, aspiration, which is causing significant weight loss. He lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver. He is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Only oriented to person at this time. He also has had history of TIA versus stroke with right-sided facial droop most recently that is most likely what is causing his decreased mentation as well as the fact that he is only oriented to person only. KPS score is at 40%. Continues to show decline as far as his parkinsonism, neurocognitive disorder and especially Lewy body dementia is concerned and now associated with new symptoms of cerebrovascular accident. He has a PEG tube in place. He is quite weak. He is debilitated. He continues to lose weight and is bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall prognosis is poor and showing steady decline on hospice, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
