This is a 54-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease. The patient has symptoms of shortness of breath and air hunger. She is dyspneic at all times even when she is at rest.

Recently, she was in the emergency room because of abdominal pain. The patient requires pain medication, anxiolytics. The patient sleeps about 16 to 18 hours a day. She has decreased mentation because of hypoxemia. She also has constipation and hemorrhoids which could have been causing some of her abdominal pain symptoms. KPS score is now 40%, requires help of other to be able to survive. She is using her walker very little because of weakness and shortness of breath. She has issues with air hunger, child-like appetite, decreased weight, protein-calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency and bowel and bladder incontinence especially now that she is no longer able to use her walker. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient continues to require medication to help with her symptoms of endstage COPD. She is tachycardic. She is also hypoxic and shows steady decline and most likely has less than six months to live, remains hospice appropriate.
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
