This is a 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD.

The patient uses oxygen. She recently had her left leg amputated above-the-knee because of sepsis. The patient is bedbound, total ADL dependent, tachycardic, hypoxic without oxygen. Her O2 sat is 92% with oxygen on board.

She is also in pain. It was brought to my attention that she is no longer able to care for herself, even change her diapers or do anything to that effect. She is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and she laid in feces and urine half of this week and she needs aides to see her at least once on Saturday and Sunday as well. This will be discussed with the hospice DON today.

She has lost weight. She looks very thin. She is tachycardic. She also suffers from neuropathy, chronic pain, obesity, pulmonary hypertension and sleep apnea. She has lost tremendous amount of weight and she is eating very little. She also appears depressed, but she is doing better with the help of trazodone on board. Overall prognosis remains quite poor and the patient continues to deteriorate given her severe peripheral vascular disease, recent sepsis, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, weight loss, shortness of breath, and tachycardia related to her endstage COPD.
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
