SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Rayus is a 51-year-old female was seen for followup. She has been undergoing dialysis three times a week and today she again reported that she believes that staff over there especially providing care or harassing her and making her upset. This happened before also and she reported to supervisor and thing was resolved. I further discuss that if she feels that they are not helping her maybe she should talk with the supervisor. However, it is not a consistent pattern I would like to further give her insight into her thinking but she denies that she is not paranoid and does not have any suicidal or homicidal behavior. She has been taking olanzapine 10 mg at bedtime, oxcarbazepine 300 mg at bedtime, and sertraline 150 mg daily. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. There is no auditory or visual hallucination or any persecutory feeling but reported that her brother is going to stay here and that caused anxiety as his girlfriend moved to Texas for six months and therefore he does not want to pay any rent in his apartment therefore he wanted to stay with her. The patient was given insight and encouraged that she should talk with them and may help together rather than get anxious and worried.

ASSESSMENT: The patient has history of multiple medical issues including total mastectomy, hyperparathyroidism, chronic kidney failure, and hypertension. Currently, she is on dialysis.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. I will send a prescription for 30 days. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
