SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie was happy, pleasant, and cooperative. Described that he has been feeling good and sleeping good. He is having good relations with his wife. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Denies any tremors or any dyskinetic movement but he was concerned that he went to the Greenfield and his wife got ticket for which he has to make a payment. He described otherwise things are all right. Medication is working. He denies any suicidal or homicidal thought. He denies any side effect of the medication. The patient was educated about the medication and appreciate his improvement and compliance with treatment. He is on Depakote 500 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d. The patient has been getting medications every three months. Risk, benefits, and side effects are explained. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable. He is doing well. He is showing motivation and no conflicts in relations with his wife.

PLAN: Continue with supportive plan. A prescription for 90 days was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
