She is not depressed anymore and compliance with the treatment. She is on Depakote 500 mg tablet and 250 mg tablet at bedtime and Zoloft 100 mg daily. She described that she is not depressed and suicidal. She is taking care of herself. She is compliance with treatment. She is following Dr. ________ her primary care doctor who has been prescribing medication. She is due for another blood test in November. The patient was seen for therapy and also for medication adjustment. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. Her judgment and insight has been much better. She is not showing any physical complaints or any problem. I appreciate her improvement and also encouraged if she feels she can have a therapist which will help her to deal with the ongoing stress and problem. She describes so far so good. She has been feeling good and has no problem at this point.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder.
