




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Voleti:
I had the pleasure of seeing Sher Kocer in my office today. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, he is a 78-year-old right-handed Afghani man who came to my office with his daughter. He lives with his wife. His feet are numb for the last two months. He does not have any pain. Legs are weak. He is stumble. He is afraid of falling. He uses cane for ambulation. At home, he becomes confused. He was in Ellis Hospital on 07/27/2024 due to NSTEMI. He refused the cardiac cath. He was confused over there also .CT of the head done which was read as negative.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: NSTEMI, GERD, diabetes mellitus, and hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Aspirin 81 mg daily, atenolol. ergocalciferol, fish oil, hydrocodone, magnesium, metformin, omeprazole, pantoprazole, polyethylene glycol, potassium chloride, sucralfate, tamsulosin, and triamcinolone.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke cigarettes. He does not drink alcohol. He is a retired pharmacist. He is married, lives with his wife, have 10 children; one kid was killed.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother deceased due to dementia. Father deceased with arthritis. Three sisters and four brothers.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that he is having numbness, tingling, weakness, trouble walking and joint pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. Action tremor present. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory System Examination: Revealed absent pinprick and vibratory sensation in the feet. Gait ataxic. Romberg test positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 78-year-old right-handed Afghani man whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Peripheral sensory neuropathy.

2. Gait ataxia.

3. Essential tremor.
4. Memory issue.

At this time, I would like to order B12, folate, TSH, hemoglobin A1c, iron, total-iron binding capacity, and vitamin D. I advised him to use walker and cane. EMG cannot be done because of the edema of the feet. I will do the Mini-Mental Status Examination in the next visit. I would like to see him back in my office in one month.
