Dear. Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Mr. Crowley with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Stable dyspnea.  Follows with Dr. Obeid.  Bioprosthetic aortic valve replacement pacemaker, aortic valve regurgitation, stable overtime.  Follows with Dr. Doghmi.  Some minor liquid dysphagia controlled by taking small sips.  No problems with medications or diet.  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight diuretics, Coreg, losartan, and no antiinflammatory agent.
Physical Exam:  Blood pressure today 142/60.  Coarse rales on the bases.  No respiratory distress.  No pleural effusion.  Appears regular pacemaker device.  No pericardial rub.  No significant murmurs.  Tympanic abdomen without ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries.  Anemia 12.8.  Kidney 2.28 for a GFR of 27 stage IV, which is stable for the last five to six years.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No pulmonary edema, stable overtime.  Tolerating losartan among other blood pressure medications.  Blood pressure medicines fairly well-controlled.  Monitor anemia, electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Follow up with other specialists.  I reviewed the echo from April.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
